Such doors usually open

inwai"ds, bat the hand is the same whether they open inward or outward ; but if the door opens cutward the

lievel of the latch bolt must be reversed.

Reverse Bevel, locks are usually found on outer doors of public buildings, and the fact should always be

stated in ordering.
